   5. Village Hall: 
· Programme for Refurbishment: The third site meeting took place on Tuesday 1st August for the certification of the third stage payment. Work is progressing according to plan and the completion date of 1st September is on target. Conamar have provided a list of items requiring variation orders from the Architects Eades Hotwani. This list included the re-instatement of the sliding door screen between the main hall and the meeting room to allow for two activities to take place without impinging on each other. The Parish Councillors agreed to the reinstatement of the sliding door screen. Geoff Burrows explained the technical reasons for the additional cost of the other items included in the list. Some of these were at the request of the Building Control Officer. 
The floor finishes and wall finishes have been agreed for most of the Building. The meeting room floor to   be in carpet tiles, the same colour blue as the existing chairs.  The colours for the male, female and disabled toilet cubicles along with the wall colours for these areas have yet to be agreed. Also various gloss finishes to internal doors and woodwork. Harry King is seeking the advice of Carol Priestley and Emily King on this as a matter of urgency. It has been advised that this will be at no cost to the project.
